Discussed the possibility of a Congress of the SC R&W in Lima (Peru), 2016.

Active contacts of officers of the SC R&W with EBEA and BEMS, and with the University of Lima (Peru) are programmed/ongoing.

- WHO, ICNIRP, ILO, IAEA, Italian Society of Medical Radioprotection (AIRM), European Commission, 

- Italian Society of Occupational Medicine and Industrial Hygiene (SIMLII);

Furthermore, in 2014 the SC on R&W has also co-organized activities with the French Society of Occupational Medicine (SFMT) and the Bulgarian Ministry of Health.

We assess the impact of our SC as successful. This evaluation is based on the activities recently developed. 

Topics:

EMF
A discussion is ongoing on the protection of workers exposed to EMF, especially in Europe where the new Directive (Directive 2013/35/EU of the European Parliament and of the Council on the minimum health and safety requirements regarding the exposure of workers to the risks arising from physical agents (electromagnetic fields) will be implemented in 2016: the activities of the SC (e.g. the Paris Seminar co-organized with the French Society of Occupational Medicine, the participation to the 8th IWBEEMF organized by the Bulgarian Ministry of Health, etc.) are actively promoting the development of shared criteria for an effective prevention in EMF exposed workers. 
Optical Radiation: 

In collaboration with the ICOH SCs on Occupational and Environmental Dermatoses, and on Rural Health, our SC is promoting an increase of the awareness of the occupational health risk related to solar UV, largely neglected until now, and to the promotion of a better prevention. The SC on R&W was also invited to participate to the activities of the WHO-ILO INTERSUN Programme. The SC is actively participating to the development of improved criteria for a better prevention or occupational/environmental risk related to OR in exposed workers
Ionizing Radiation: 

Contacts with the IAEA for a more active collaboration are ongoing. The Chair of the SC was invited to the IAEA International Conference on Occupational Radiation Protection (Vienna, 1-5 December 2014), and a SS during the Seoul 31th ICOH International Congress co-organized (NB: unfortunately the SS was canceled a few days before of the Congress due to personal problems of some organizers). The SC is actively working to the development of a better and more comprehensive prevention of IR risk in exposed workers.
