22nd International Symposium on Shiftwork and Working Time, 8-12 June 2015, Elsinore Denmark, 180 attendees, co-sponsored by the Working Time Society

Shiftwork, wellbeing and health – knowledge and experience, 8 June 2015, Copenhagen Denmark, 118 attendees, co-sponsored by the Working Time Society, Confederation of Danish Industry, and Det Nationale Forskningscenter for ArbejdsmiljØ
2015 ICOH World Congress, 31 May – 5 June 2015, Seoul Korea, Sessions: 
1) Special session ( Special session SS066) : Challenges and strategies for shift and long work, was held June 2, with four presentations; Chair was Masaya Takahashi and co-chaired by Sampsa Puttonen; approximately 40 people in the room.

2) Highlights on shiftwork: cancer, metabolic and cardiovascular risk (SS 137) was held on June 2, with four presentations. Chair was Giovanni Costa. 

3) Oral session on Shiftwork and Working Time, (OS 045) June 1st. with four paper presentations. Chair was Hyoung Ryoul Kim. There were approximately 40-50 people in the room.

24th International Symposium on Shiftwork and Working Time, between July-September 2019 in Coeur d’Arlene Idaho (USA)

1. A set of nine consensus papers have been written and are undergoing review. They will then be subjected to a voting process on key points within each paper, with the opportunity for explanation and rebuttal on extent of agreement. Expect to be published in 2018 in the Journal of Industrial Health.
2. Papers from the 23rd International Symposium on Shiftwork and Working Time will be published in the journal Chronobiology International in 2018.

The Scientific Committee has received both praise and a sense of reaching target audiences through the Facebook page, which now has over 400 friends. The past several years the listserv has been used to request information on over 10 working time topics, as well as a way to inform about scientific meetings, employment opportunities, and important milestones and administrative needs, such as voting. Messages go out to over 600 people in 40 countries. 
5. Identify collaborations with other Scientific Committees and non-ICOH organizations.

The Scientific Committee is strongly collaborating with the Working Time Society (www.workingtime.org), the German Language Working Time Society (Arbeitszeitgesellschaft; http://arbeitszeitgesellschaft.wildapricot.org/), the Japanese Working Time Society, the Working hours In the Nordic Countries (WINC), and the Human Factors and Ergonomics Society (USA).
6. Value and Impact of the SC:  Please provide your assessment of the success and impact of the SC on global occupational health.  Would you recommend actions to increase the impact? 

The SC is the sole forum for bringing together the multiple disciplines necessary for understanding and addressing shiftwork’s impact on worker safety, health and well-being. With over 500 members and followers, the SC is able to quickly answer and respond to questions by the international community on the topic. To increase access to this information we maintain both an active web site and Facebook presence. To improve our impact we have developed consensus papers and will develop a FAQ for a global audience, especially those in lean or emerging economies. Over the next six months the content areas will be vetted and prepared for submission and publication in 2018. 
7. Other Key Points of Discussion:

The Scientific Committee and its alternate form as the Working Time Society has incorporated as a non-profit organization in Austria. This allows the organization the ability to retain funds for its purpose without relying on members’ personal or business bank accounts. The organization has spent considerable time reviewing the by-laws and updating them to be consistent with its present business model and Austrian law. Currently in the process of opening up a bank account under the new organization, open up a Paypal account for dues collection, and setting up an audit board for yearly reviews of financial transactions and budget.
