Background to SCOHSSEIS Work Plan 2015-18
The Seoul Statement from the 31st ICOH Congress drew attention on implementing special measures to deliver occupational health services for small-scale enterprises and informal sectors.

The meeting of ICOH Board Members and SC Chairs at Seoul had earlier committed to improve collaboration between SCs and to expand our activities for a better global geographic coverage.

This Work Plan for SCOHSSEIS aims to put into action these statements and commitments through a collaborative program of activities over the triennium period towards ICOH Congress 2018 in Dublin.

Activities will consist of:
· Conferences – Co-sponsoring by SC and individual participation; promotion of event and disseminating conference information

· Seminars and Workshops – Organise in collaboration with other SCs and hosting organisations; provide expertise for capability building sessions and disseminate practical tools

· Articles / Tools – publish material from members on their speciality areas in website/ICOH newsletter and other sources for dissemination

· WIEGO (Women in Employment Globalizing and Organising) is an NGO with a major focus and program of activities on OHS for Informal sector workers and have been willing to cooperate and participate in ICOH SC events dealing with informal workers OHS. WIEGO could contribute to the SC’s Shared Solutions database.
Assistance of ICOH Vice President:  
SME related activities have some established support from academic and other institutions that have addressed these issues for some time now. The Informal Sectors which contain a large proportion of the global workforce do not have that level of attention and resources committed to them yet and thus face many constraints in addressing its OHS issues.

1. Promotion of the SC activities through formal ICOH forums and networks

2. Canvassing support from organisations such as WHO, ILO and other agencies for the SC activities
