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Tasks for ICOH Scientific committee Education and Training in OH, SCETOH 2015-2018
For the next triennium we propose four tasks to fulfill:
· Increase membership of the committee, their commitment and activities 
· Organize a midterm SCETOH meeting in 2016 as an international conference or symposium on education in OSH. We have to discuss potential topics first in Zagreb in February 2015. In Seoul we have to decide on the topic, venue, SCETOH organizers and co-organizers such as from another ICOH SC. 

· Decide on a few collaborative projects involving SCETOH members from different countries. The aim is to stimulate international collaboration in the development and evaluation of knowledge (articles, reports, evaluation studies, a support group for evaluation studies) or knowledge products useful for OSH education. Knowledge products can be a course, learning material, a website for the dissemination of learning materials, a forum to share experiences and materials. We foresee that there is a need to have sufficient champions to support a project. In Seoul we can organize the input from the other SC’s in such a project. Examples of projects:  
· Development of education of primary health care in OSH
· Development of education for a high risk industry where there is a lack of initiatives such as for agriculture
· Supporting online platforms for sharing experiences and dissemination  of curricula and learning materials
· Write an article presenting new and promising initiatives and discussing an agenda for the future for the different target groups. We may collaborate in writing with important others such as OHTA, EASOM, etc.  The aims are dissemination of interesting new initiatives e.g. using new social media, discussion on improving quality and coverage, encouragement of collaboration and impact on the political agenda. The target groups for OSH education and information are:

a.
Workers and managers, and representatives: education, training, also access to reliable information; sometimes organized per sector; or per worker/ patient group; or  for a common risk factor.

b.
Undergraduate students: medical students, students in human resources, technical sciences, social sciences.

c.
Professionals, not being experts in OSH but active in the OSH field e.g. in primary or community health care, clinical specialists, experts in industrial design, agriculture, business administration, union policy, etc. 

d.
OSH experts and PhD’s in OSH: occupational hygienists, physicians, nurses, safety experts, ergonomists, psychologists, OSH information experts, toxicologists.
