6. Value and Impact of the SC:  Please provide your assessment of the success and impact of the SC on global occupational health. Would you recommend actions to increase the impact? 

The value and impact of the SC on Education and Training in Occupational Health lies at the joint dedication of the members of this Committee to disseminate knowledge, skills and good practices in occupational health and safety to workers, managers, students and OSH experts/professionals, with the ultimate aim to inform and support every worker worldwide. Although education and training are acknowledged prerequisites of raising knowledge and awareness on important issues of health and safety at work, in many parts of the world it is very hard to reach out to the worker or to meet him at his workplace. Thereof, SCETOH, through the work of its members, has a strong inclination towards cooperation not only with OSH experts, but also with primary and community health care professionals, operationalized in the collaboration with WONCA on these matters. Interdisciplinary collaboration between OSH disciplines (nurses, hygienists, physicians, others) and with medical specialists such as dermatologists, is regarded as enriching and necessary to improve quality and effectiveness of care. 

7. Other Key Points of Discussion:

Members of SCETOH had in Seoul opportunity to meet in greater numbers after Cancun and Bologna. After the welcome and introductory part given by the Chair, em. prof. Frank van Dijk (FvD), tour the table took part giving the opportunity for participants to represent themselves to the group. In continuation, the agenda of the BM was accepted with explanation of FvD that elections for the Chair of SCETOH in the 2015-2018 triennium have to take place. Minutes of the Bologna BM held in October 2014 have been agreed and Final report for 2012-2015 triennium was provided to participants with explanation of its contents. Also, it was explained that prior to BM in Bologna preparations started and the first Draft Rules of Management were discussed at the meeting, it was agreed upon importance of such a document so the preparations continued. Finally, at the BM a printed copy of document Draft Rules of Management was given to all participants and read article by article. The document is accepted by all participants. Afterwards, elections took place. The election procedure for the Chair of SCETOH was conducted by Secretary Marija Bubas (MB). MB explained to members the rules of elections and ways of conduct as it is stated in binding ICOH by-laws and guidelines. It was also explained that after two circular mails asking for nominees, we had no more than one election candidate for the position of Chair thus made possible to vote on site by rising hand. The Transparency Declaration Form was completed by candidate and transmitted privately to the Secretary General at the time of announcing candidacy. Candidate provided to the Secretary of the SC support by at least three members in good standing of the Scientific Committee, a written agreement from the candidate that he is willing to serve if elected and curriculum vitae of no more than 150 words. Prior to voting it was explained that candidate (Frank van Dijk) had provided all necessary documents needed for elections. FvD was elected unanimously by all participants and is elected Chair of SCETOH in 2015-2018 triennium. The Chairperson is to transmit a report of the voting procedure, the list of voting members, and the voting results to the ICOH Vice President in charge of Scientific Committees, who transmits results to the ICOH President for appointment. Also Chairperson of SCETOH proposed the Secretary and in consultation with the Committee members it was decided that MB will continue to serve as Secretary in the 2015-2018 triennium.
In addition, the necessity of having a core group of members dedicated to tasks of SCETOH was explained with rationale for Executive Committee (EC). The core group meeting was held in February 2014 in Zagreb. Only 5 members have been able to come to the meeting of the group (Timo Leino, Lutgart Braeckman, Maurits De Ridder, Frank van Dijk and Marija Bubas). The core group serves as foundation for EC. Timo Leino explained the point of relevance for EC and Norbert Wagner suggested that it might be better to collect interests and CVs of members willing to serve. Timo Leino and Lutgart Braeckman are accepted as members of EC. It was decided not to have more than 10 people in the EC having in mind geographical representation of countries. The tasks of EC are explained in Draft Rules of Management.

Afterwards the Action goals and activities in the next triennium were represented by the Chair. Norbert Wagner, Piet Kroon and Shyam Pingle suggested not to disperse too much especially reporting scientific papers. Timo Leino proposed we have to collaborate more effectively and exploit what we already have in our hands: 
The collaboration with ICOH SC is suppose to deliver a Network of champions in education coming each from one ICOH SC to nurture and flourish education in all fields of ICOH interests specifically expressed through activities of existing Scientific Committees

· contact with WONCA (family physicians) and WHO on possibilities of education and training of Primary Health Care professionals in Workers’ Health (in coop. with ICOH Board and SC OHN). 
Norbert Wagner said this SC to do what only this SC can do and to focus on those things. Timo Leino proposed SCOHDEV, SCHSREOH and SC Rural Health are those we should think of joining and have Mid-term meeting. FvD accepted and said that Actions and Goals are to be revised and circulated via e-mail. Peter Buijs suggested SCETOH to join SCHSREOH in Chicago and Piet Kroon said we should ask also other members if there are more ideas, and then EC to choose. Finally, FvD said EC to seriously discuss meeting options in India and Chicago (April 2016 ACOEM congress). 

Initiatives to recruit more members were discussed following with discussion on web-page possibilities and finally timing and plans for the triennium were discussed and accepted as following:
· 2015: World cafe and Network of champions 

· 2016: Mid-term meeting preparations with Network or National societies of Occupational Physicians 

· 1 article in press (SCETOH members), webinar preparations, webpage possibilities (ICOH, FIOH, workershealtheducation.org, explore again and search for additional options)

· 2017: Mid-term meeting in fact (SC OHDEV, SC OHSSEIS)

· 1 educational seminar or webinar

· 2018: another World Café with the Network in Dublin
Another activity of SCETOH in Seoul was discussed, the World Café “Practice needs knowledge and skills” scheduled for June 3, 2015 in Seoul. The main goals for this World Café are to:

· explore common grounds for future collaboration in education and dissemination of information 

· join efforts in education and training in the next triennium 

as a starting point for aforementioned ICOH Network of Champions in Education. 

The summary of this activity shall be distributed to:

The hosts for this activity were decided: Lutgart Braeckman with assistance of Yohama Carabalo-Arias, Timo Leino and Horatiu Moldovan, with Fvd and MB guiding the workshop and having introductory presentation on questions and goals of discussion. 

It is decided that hosts will make notes of discussions with participants and send it to MB who will assemble the final report and circulate it first to SCETOH Chair and members of EC. 

Last, for the congress in Seoul, SCETOH developed and printed informative flyers about SCETOH aims, scope and actions in future, thus enhancing visibility and presenting itself to broader audience. 

For the end of the meeting conclusions were drawn to have the following Actions: 

1. MB will circulate BM report to the members and to Vice President 

2. MB will circulate the Rules of Conduct to the members
3. MB shall assemble the new list of SCETOH members

4. FvD will select the most important goals and actions and then the draft will be circulated to all members
5. MB will gather notes from hosts and circulate the summary of World Café 
6. Executive committee shall discuss options for the next meeting of the core group and for the Mid-term

7. FvD will send elections report to Secretary General

8. Any other business, nil.
