Explanation: Scientific Committee Education and Training in OH has made substantial efforts towards organizing a Mid-term conference located in Europe, within one of the Universities either in Amsterdam, Gent or Zagreb, or in collaboration with one of the Institutes of OH (Finnish Institute of Occupational Health or Croatian Institute for Health Protection and Safety at Work). Until the day of delivering this report, Committee has communicated with other ICOH Committees (Rural Health, Occupational Medicine, OHS Services and OH Development) to join efforts in organizing a Mid-term conference. Proposals for the venue and date are still coming, but due to lack of funding and institutional support the Mid-term conference has been postponed from previously planned May 2017 towards September 2017.
