Our SC collaborated with two other ICOH-SCs (Education and Training in Occupational Health and Rural Health) in organizing the ICOH-SCETOH Symposium (26-28 October 2017, Zagreb) where our Chair, Stefano Mattioli, was invited to speak about the evaluation of effectiveness of interventions.

In December 2017, in Helsinki, at the FIOH, we organized a very successful joint meeting with the scientific committee Radiation and Work titled: “Health effects of solar UV radiation in workers: Effective prevention needed”.
Our scientific committee continues to support Cochrane Work in its efforts to publish relevant high quality systematic reviews evaluating the effectiveness of interventions to improve occupational safety and health.

6. Value and Impact of the SC:  Please provide your assessment of the success and impact of the SC on global occupational health.  Would you recommend actions to increase the impact? 

The success of the activities promoted by our SC during this triennium is first of all in the increased number of papers, systematic reviews and guidelines in which many of our members had a relevant role. These reviews and guidelines are important to improve global occupational health, because they provide information on actually effective interventions to protect workers from injuries and diseases, worldwide: this kind of activity is useful to the occupational physicians that are working not in the research field but in the “real-life” occupational health services.
To increase the impact of our SC we would like to expand its membership to the colleagues that, especially in the Americas, are working in the field of the Evidence Based Public Health
