Minutes of meeting in Bologna, October 2014 were confirmed

Chair and Secretary elections: Stefano Mattioli continues by unanimous decision

Members list: Currently membership stands at roughly 100 (Jani to check with General Secretary). People expressed their delight in the SC having attracted more than only northern European members. The idea was forwarded to explore possibilities in hosting mid-term meetings outside Europe.

Next mid-term meeting: The idea was presented to run the next meeting in Chicago, possibly April 9, 2016, attached to the ACOEM meeting (April 10-13). Glenn Pransky supported the idea. Stefano would contact ACOEM organisers. The discussion flowed from this being potentially quite attractive for SC members to the programme needing to have a global focus. It was agreed we need to put together a team to organise and it should have a local colleague in it. According to Glenn, regional meetings in the US attract approx. 300 people and would be easier to combine with SC meeting as Glenn is an organiser, however Chicago has better perks. In Bologna there were approx. 100 participants but this was partly due to being a two-day combined meeting with the Occupational Medicine SC. Both options would be investigated.

Our SC collaborations inside and outside ICOH: Within: Collaboration is closest with Occupational Medicine SC and Education & Training SC. Peter Buijs and Frank van Dijk (representing the latter) welcomed ideas for their World Café. The idea was to evaluate effectiveness of training as an intervention. Outside: Our SC is of particular interest to WHO: Not enough evidence to present policy makers to expand OHS. SM asked here if Carel Hulshof or Jos Verbeek had anything to add. CH: Evidence-based guidelines, GIN annual meeting, develop methods > GRADE, AGREE, etc. In October in Amsterdam CH would be in the scientific committee with guidelines in OH on the agenda. Ira Madan would bridge gap between general health/OH guidelines.


Health systems research contact in WHO, JV: Elaborate question, break down question of spreading OHS > makes more feasible to find evidence. SM asked if aetiological reviews would be a part of this. JV: Not clear if it fits within Cochrane but discussion proceeding. JV is happy to receive important questions for doing reviews on.


PB reported Garth Manning from WONCA being in Seoul and work proceeding after the pledge made in Lisbon. A programme had been worked out between ILO and WONCA.


Nancy Steppink was looking for funding for evaluation research.


SM expressed his appreciation of seeing so many collaborations ongoing.

New electronic newsletter: Acting Secretary Jani Ruotsalainen presented the idea of initiating a new electronic newsletter to replace communication via email. This was universally regarded as a good idea.

Migration of the SC website to an independent platform: Here too JR was tasked to deliver the goods and make the SC’s work visible.

Proposals for a possible new SC name: SM & JR introduced the idea of organising a vote electronically to decide upon a new more manageable name and acronym for our SC. The vote would be advertised via the newsletter. Once the new name would be agreed upon, Peter Westerholm urged us to take steps to market the new name.
